NOTE THE FOLLOWING PARTICIPATION LIMITS: 
 

 A Student can be entered in a maximum total of 10 Vocal & Instrumental 

Solos/Ensembles. NOTE: The ten event limit applies even if the Vocal SololEnsemble 

Contest is held on a separate date from the Instrumental Solo-Ensemble Contest. Student 

accompanists can be entered in a maximum to total 10 events and can accompany a 

maximum 5 additional events. 
 

 Further limitations on Ensemble participation: 

 Maximum of 3 Vocal Ensembles (not including swing choir or jazz choir) 

 Maximum of 3 "Band" Ensembles (not including stage band or jazz band) 

 Maximum of 3 "Orchestra" Ensembles 
 

(OR complied with the Region Option that was adopted during the fall region meeting, 

whereas a student can be entered in 4 ensembles, choirs and or groups with the 

restriction of more limited entry in another area of music - SEE: "Music Section" pages 

18-19 for a complete explanation)
