Each school may send one or
more quartets based on the enrollment of the school. The members of the All-State Orchestra were selected from the
state-wide competitive auditions which were held at three audition centers. The auditions included both performance
and written tests.

ALL-STATE CHORUS GUEST CONDUCTOR
Dr. Christopher Aspaas — St. Olaf College; Northfield, MN

Dr. Christopher Aspaas, Assistant Professor of Choral/Vocal Music at St. Olaf
College, received his Ph.D. in Choral Music Education at The Florida State
University in Tallahassee, his M.M. in Choral Conducting from Michigan State
University in East Lansing, his B.M. in Voice Performance from St. Olaf.
Christopher has served on the faculties of Central Washington University in
Ellensburg, Washington and Mount Holyoke College in South Hadley,
Massachusetts.

At St. Olaf, Aspaas conducts the Viking Chorus, an 88-voice ensemble of first-year
student men, and the Chapel Choir, a 120-voice ensemble specializing in the
performance of oratorio and larger multi-movement works. In recent years, Aspaas
has led the Chapel Choir and St. Olaf Orchestra in performances of the Walton Coronation Te Deum,
Mendelssohn Psalm 42, Mozart Te Deum, Fauré Requiem and Barber Prayers of Kierkegaard. In addition to
conducting, he teaches choral literature, choral conducting, applied voice, and is active as a guest conductor,
clinician, and adjudicator across the country. Aspaas has recently been appointed as the Music Director and
Conductor for Magnum Chorum, a Twin Cities choral ensemble who is “Transforming Audiences through
Artistry and Spirit.” Last summer, Aspaas led choirs at the St. Olaf Summer Music Camp and St. Olaf
Conference on Worship, Theology, and the Arts, and served as the Phyllis and Richard Duesenberg Concert
Choir Chair at Lutheran Summer Music. Aspaas is in demand as a clinician and guest conductor, and is
scheduled to conduct All-State Choruses in Wisconsin, and Virginia this year.

Aspaas is also active as a tenor soloist, performing Bach cantatas with Helmuth Rilling and the Oregon Bach
Festival Orchestra, the Evangelist roles in the John and Matthew Passions of Bach with the Bach Collegium of
Fort Wayne, Ind., and other solo roles with the Tallahassee Symphony Orchestra, the Indianapolis Chamber
Orchestra, and the South Dakota Symphony Orchestra and the St. Petersburg Chamber Philharmonic in Russia.
Most recently, Aspaas traveled to San Luis Obispo, California for a performance of Franz Josef Haydn’s
Thereseinmesse and Johann Michael Haydn’s Requiem with the Cuesta Master Chorale and Orchestra.
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ALL-STATE ORCHESTRA GUEST CONDUCTOR
Michael Gelfand — Youngstown State University; Youngstown, OH

Michael Gelfand is a dynamic and energetic leader with a proven record of success
in orchestra building, fundraising, audience development and educational
development. A native of New York City, Michael Gelfand has been conducting for
over twenty-five years, and has performed with many of the world’s leading
conductors as a member of the Cleveland Orchestra, Cincinnati Symphony, Syracuse
Symphony, Nice Philharmonic and Paris Chamber Orchestra in France. He is
currently Music Director/Conductor of two orchestras, the Greenville Symphony in
Greenville, Pennsylvania (since 2002), and the Ashtabula Area Orchestra, Ohio
(since 1992). He also conducts the highly popular GSO Young Audience Concerts.
As Music Director/Conductor of the Ashtabula Area Orchestra, concerts include subscription and pops, as well
as performances with the Ashtabula Arts Center Ballet, Ashtabula County Choral Society, Youngstown
Symphony Chorus, and the Messiah Chorus of Lake County.

Michael Gelfand received his Bachelor of Music degree at Indiana University in Bloomington, Indiana, and his
Master of Music degree at the Cleveland Institute of Music, with Doctoral studies at the Cincinnati College-
Conservatory of Music. He pursued conducting studies at Interlochen, Indiana University in Bloomington, the
Cleveland Institute of Music, the University of Cincinnati College-Conservatory of Music, Nice Adacemie
d’Ete in Nice, France, the Pierre Monteux School for Advanced Conductors in Maine, and also as a Conducting
Fellow at the Conductor’s Guild Workshops in San Francisco and West Virginia.

Gelfand is Professor of Music at Youngstown State University (since 1975). As a guest conductor, he has led
the Youngstown Symphony, Warren Philharmonic (OH), Greenville Symphony (PA), Ashtabula Area
Orchestra (OH), Richmond Chamber Orchestra (VA), All State Orchestras in West Virginia, New Jersey, and
Pennsylvania, Pittsburgh District 5 and District 2 High School Orchestras, and International String Conference
Orchestras. Recent guest conducting was in Rapid City, South Dakota, where he led four large orchestras
ranging in size from 150 to 285 members at the Mt. Rushmore Civic Center Theater/Convention Center in two
sold out concerts which were broadcast live on television statewide.

Gelfand conducts yearly performances of the Messiah with the Ashtabula Area Orchestra. He recently
conducted performances of Carmina Burana with the Shenango Valley Chorale and the Greenville Symphony.
He has taught and conducted at International String Conferences and music festivals from 1977 - 1997. He has
performed at many music festivals including Tanglewood, Blossom, Riverbend, Colorado Music Festival, the
Grand Teton Music Festival, Wolf Trap, Temple, and the Spoleto Festival, and in Spoleto, Italy.

Michael Gelfand is a former member of the Cleveland Orchestra, and in that capacity has participated in
Grammy Award winning recordings with the Cleveland Orchestra, and has toured throughout the United States,
Canada, Hawaii, Australia, New Zealand, Italy, Yugoslavia, and Austria. He performed in the inaugural
concerts for the opening of the Sydney Opera House. Since 1990 he has performed concerts as a member of the
Cincinnati Symphony.

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ALL-STATE BAND

For the first fifty-five years of its existence the South Dakota All-State Band consisted of one large ensemble. In 2006,
for the first time, the All-State Band was divided into two separate but equal smaller ensembles. Each of the smaller All-
State ensembles was given its own name (“Lewis” and “Clark” named after two of South Dakota’s most famous historic
personalities), each had its own separate concert and had its own conductor.

The 2009 All-State Band was held at the Rushmore Plaza Civic Theatre in Rapid City, March 26-28, 2009. There were
798 students registered to audition at the six centers throughout the state. From this group, 172 students were selected for
membership in the two 2009 All-State Band ensembles. The “Lewis” Band was conducted by Marcellus Brown and the
“Clark” Band was directed by Dr. Peter Loel Boonshaft.

The 2009 All-State Band marked the 59" Annual All-State Concert with 45 schools being represented in the band.

LEWIS BAND CONDUCTOR
Marcellus Brown, Boise State University — Boise, ID

Marcellus Brown came to Boise State University in the fall of 1989 as Director of Band
Organizations and Professor of Trumpet. Presently, he teaches trumpet, instrumental
conducting and serves as the Director of the University Symphonic Winds and the Treasure
Valley Concert.

A native of Detroit, Michigan, Mr. Brown holds a Masters of Music Degree in Trumpet
Performance and Bachelor of Music Education Degree from the University of Michigan where
he took conducting classes with Elizabeth Green. He has done doctorial work at the University
of 1llinois where he studied conducting with Harry Begian, Professor Emeritus of Bands

Mr. Brown has done extensive work as a guest conductor, clinician and adjudicator throughout
the United States. This includes appearances as a guest conductor at the Mid-West International Band and Orchestra
Clinic in Chicago, lllinois and he has taught advanced conducting for the VanderCook School of Music Summer
Session.

Mr. Brown has been recognized for his work and dedication as an educator at Boise State University as the recipient of
the 2002 Excellence In Teaching Award presented by the LDS Student Association, the 2002 Faculty/Staff Larry G.
Selland Humanitarian Award presented by the University Women’s Center and one of ten Honored Faculty of the 2003
Top Ten Student Scholar Awards.

In 2006 Mr. Brown was elected into the American Bandmasters Association and he is currently serving as President of
the College Band Directors National Association Northwestern Division and this past year (2008) he was elected to the
board of the National Band Association.

CLARK BAND CONDUCTOR
Dr. Peter Loel Boonshaft, Hofstra University — Hempstead, NY

Called “one of the most exciting and exhilarating voices in music education today,”
Peter Loel Boonshaft has been invited to speak or conduct in every state in the
nation and around the world. He is author of the critically acclaimed books
Teaching Music with Passion and Teaching Music with Purpose, as well as the
soon to be released, Teaching Music with Promise. He is currently on the faculty
of Hofstra University in Hempstead, New York, where he is Professor of Music
and Director of the Graduate Conducting Program. Dr. Boonshaft has received
official proclamations from the Governors of four states and a Certificate of
Appreciation from former President Ronald Reagan, as well as performing for
former President and Mrs. George Bush, former President Bill Clinton, and for
Margaret Thatcher, former Prime Minister of the United Kingdom. His honors also include being selected three times as
a National Endowment for the Arts "Artist in Residence,” three times awarded Honorary Life Membership in the Tri-M
Music Honor Society, and being selected for the Center for Scholarly Research and Academic Excellence at Hofstra
University.

Extremely active as a guest conductor and educational speaker for conferences, festivals, concerts and workshops
nationally and internationally, he has guest conducted the MENC (The National Association for Music Education) All-
Eastern Band, MENC All-Northwest Band, MENC All-Eastern Directors Band, and Goldman Memorial Band. He was
also named conductor of the MENC National High School Honors Band for the National Convention in Nashville,
Tennessee. He has served as a speaker for the Canadian Music Educators Association National Convention, MENC
National Conference, Midwest International Band and Orchestra Clinic, Music For All/Bands and Orchestras of America
Symposium, Samuel Barber Institute for Music Educators, Music Education Center of America, Conn-Selmer Institute,
NESA Council of Overseas Schools Conference in Bangkok, Thailand, and as keynote speaker for the MENC Northwest
Division Conference, MENC Southern Division Conference, European Music Educators Convention, National
Convention of the American String Teachers Association, National Convention of the American School Band Directors
Association, ACDA Western Division Conference, and numerous state and regional music education conventions.

All SDHSAA member schools are placed into one of eight regions for the purpose of conducting music contests.
These contests are structured as festivals, whereby each individual or group is striving for a "Division | Rating"
(“Superior” rating). The contest judges are not restricted as to the number of "Division | Ratings" which they may
award in each category of the region contest. There is no advancement to a state contest.

All eight regions scheduled music contests during the 2008-09 school year. The regional contests were scheduled
during the time period from February through May. Each region has the option to sponsor contests for vocal solo &
ensembles, instrumental solo & ensembles and vocal & instrumental large group events. During the 2008-09 school
year, all eight regions, sponsored vocal and instrumental Solo/Ensemble contests and vocal and instrumental Large
Group contests.

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ALL-STATE JAZZ BAND

The All-State Jazz Band Festival features South Dakota’s most talented high school jazz musicians divided into equal
All-State Jazz Ensembles. Membership in the Jazz Ensembles is based on a taped audition, with each applicant’s tape
being judged for musicality, style, technique, and jazz improvisation by a group of adjudicators who are specialists in
the field of jazz education.

For the first six years of its existence the All-State Jazz Band was sponsored solely by the South Dakota Bandmasters
Association. Beginning with the 1995 All-State Jazz B and Festival the South Dakota Chapter of 1AJE joined the
Bandmasters in sponsoring the event for the next ten years. The 2006 All-State Jazz Band marked the addition of the
SDHSAA as a co-sponsor of the All-State Jazz Band Festival.
