2009-10 SOUTH DAKOTA CHANGES

Pre-wrap is not to be allowed as a headband and/or hair control device.

Headbands and wristbands (if worn) must be white, black, or a single solid color similar to
the torso of the jersey, and must be the same color for each item and all participants. A
head band is an item that goes around the entire head. If worn, only one headband is
permitted. A headband must be worn on the forehead/crown, be nonabrasive and
unadorned, and must be a maximum of 2 inches in width.

. Only one moisture-absorbing wristband is permitted on each wrist beginning at the base of
the thumb and extending no more than 4 inches toward the elbow. (SDHSAA Board
adoption 2006) Maximum width for a wristband is 4 inches.

Class “A” Only: Award 50 points for a victory over any Class “B” varsity opponent.
(Previously awarded 50 points for a victory over a Class “B” opponent with an ADM of 75
or more and 40 points for a victory over a Class “B” opponent with an ADM less than 75.)

. All Class “AA”, “A”, and “B” boys’ and girls’ district and region tournament contests will
be officiated by a three (3) person crew.
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
